How does 4-H work at TUF?

e Traditionally 4-H livestock projects would have the animal live on your own
property or create a garden in your own yard, but as urban residents that isn’t
always possible.

e 4-H at TUF is Unique!
o 4-H is a supplemental program at TUF
o You must also be enrolled in a Livestock Club if you want
to show or raise an animal at TUF.

e \What does being a 4-H member provide?
o Ability to participate in Adams County Fair
o  Ability to connect with other participants within the county -
o Ability to win scholarships for college and apply for
agriculture based scholarships

e 4-H has additional requirements
o Meat Quality Assurance
o Record Books
o Adams County Fees

4-H Projects at TUF: Garden

e Participants rent a plot in TUF’'s Community

e Identical 4-H requirements (record book & table

top project)

e Additional cost:
o Additional or specific seeds/plants not offered by TUF
o Increased participation in garden maintenance, must
be supervised by an adult.




4-H Projects at TUF: Rabbits

Ages 8+

Collectively learn about, care for rabbits

Meets Saturdays
Schedule: 1 Saturday per Month 10:30 am - 11:30am

o December 11, January 8, February 12, March 26, April 9, May 14, June TBD, July TBD

TUF has two rabbits that can be used for participation and showing, or rabbits
from home can be used.

NEW: In 2022 TUF will be working to expand our rabbit hutch, and launching
a formal Rabbit Livestock Club 2022-2023. Option to board rabbits at TUF.



4-H Cloverbuds

e Non-competitive, activity based program for our youngest participants 5-8 yrs old

e Meet once a month and usually coordinate activities with farm-based themes
